This external validation, alongside our happy school community and results have placed us in the Top 5 for 

the region for the last two years. OFSTED saw and heard how proud students were of their school and said,

Our relationships with all those in our community are what makes us most proud, students thrive here both 

socially and academically, parents understand our school and what we want to achieve, and our staff are 

experts who know how to best support, challenge and nurture students in every way. 

OFSTED were impressed by the schools “highly ambitious curriculum” and the conduct of students around 

the school, “The school has very high expectations for pupils’ behaviour.” 

They also saw how we have developed a collaborative and inclusive approach to education, “A vibrant house 

system and student council gives pupils the chance to share their views.
