(the sorts of things you’re good at - use obvious
skills such as working with numbers, as well as
softer skills such as being a good listener).

e What do you value?

(the things that are important to you, both in
your social and study life. For example family,
work, socialising, personal interests, being active,
money, structure, flexibility).

* What motivates you?
(the things you’re enthusiastic about, or
encourage you to take action and get involved).
